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Completed in 2003, the Christian Dior store on Omotesando Avenue in Tokyo called
for four retail floors and one multifunctional level. The building could have a maximum
height of almost 100 feet so it was decide to achieve the maximum volume and then
divide the horizontal spaces of variable heights into retail floors alternated with spaces
used for utilities, and all enclosed in glass. Translucent acrylic screens behind the
glass can soften the building. At night, the building glows like a jewel in the urban
landscape that surrounds it.
